
REQUIREMENTS FOR 
INTERNATIONAL STUDENT ADMISSION 

 
 
Students who are citizens of countries other than the United States and who wish to be admitted 
to Middle Georgia College must meet the following requirements: 
 
1.  Submit an official translated copy of the high school transcript.  It must show that student 
has graduated and received the equivalent of our high school diploma. If the student has 
attended a college or university, an official translated copy evaluated by an accredited evaluating 
agency, must be sent directly to Middle Georgia College from each institution attended.  The 
college transcript must be in English.  We will not accept unofficial copies.  You can contact 
Elisabeth Travis in our Admissions Office at 478-934-3136 to find out the names of 
evaluating agencies we use.    
 
2.  If English is not your native language, you must submit scores on the Test of English as a Foreign 
Language (TOEFL) of 525 or better on the paper based TOEFL or 197 on the computer based 
TOEFL or 71 on the ibTOEFL or evidence of completion of level 109 from an ELS language school. 
 
3.  Submit scores on the Scholastic Aptitude Test (SAT – minimum of 430 verbal and 400 math) or 
the American College Test (ACT – minimum 17 English and 17 math).      
 
4.  Provide a guarantee-of-finances statement showing that the student will have sufficient funds 
to support himself/herself and pay all college fees while a student.  WE DO NOT OFFER 
FINANCIAL AID TO CITIZENS OF OTHER COUNTRIES. 
 
5.  Medical insurance to cover sickness and/or accidental injury is mandatory and is part of your 
tuition.  You may check our insurance at www.studentinsurance.com and enter Middle Georgia 
College.  For further information concerning our insurance requirements, please contact Alan

6.  Submit the completed Middle Georgia College immunization form, signed by a certified health 
official or physician.
